2) Improper conduct of 

an assessment or 

examination, or irregular 

application of academic 

regulations, that has 

materially impacted on 

the decision not to 

permit Honours entry.

Registry will email you 

after summer exams to 

let you know if you have 

the option to request a 

review.

Why can I 

request a 

review?

The Cross-Faculty 

Special Progression 

Board will review your 

form and evidence, 

and any other 

evidence from Student 

Services and your 

Director(s) of 

Teaching.

Fill out the 'Honours 

Entry Review Form' 

and email it with your 

evidence to registry-

ug@ by the deadline 

specified in the email 

from Registry.

The Board will 

get back to you 

with the 

outcome within 5 

working days of 

their review

Outcomes:

- Allow you to enter 

Honours

- Allow you to enter 

Honours with 

conditions

- Move you to a 

General Degree 

- Make other changes 

to your degree
